Open spaces will be developed in a way that establishes 2 hierarchy from public spaces that
are adjacent to sidewalks to othet spaces constructed above parkmg garages, commercial
spaces ot the structure that will sit above the train yard,

These public open spaces form the thread that weaves together the residential buildings and
other uses proposed with comrnumty otiented buildings and latge scale urban design
elements

The public open spaces‘ will form the spine of the development, creating spaces that are at
times very public and at other times semi-public.

Retail frontage will be maximized along those more public open spaces that front Pacific
Streets and Atlantic Avenues whete it is envisioned that restautants and qldewalk cafés can
open onto those spaces, thereby increasing their vitality,

The Building Forms Create a Memory of the Train Yard

From above, the sinuous lines of the train tracks appear as elegant lines drawn on the ground.
These lines formed the inspiration for the placement of the proposed buildings, giving them a
similar gentle cutve that organizes theit forms. As the plan develops, this theme will be
enhanced.

Pacific Street will continue to function as a city street, preserving access to adjacent buildings
on the south side of the street while also providing access to the new development on its
northem boundary.

~ In the proposed development south facing open spaces ate created along Pacific Street that
enhance and form a forecourt to cotnmetcial, residential and community facility uses.

At the coner of 6" Avenue and Pacific Stréet, the community facility extends through the
block to Atlantic Avenue and is positioned to provide immediate access to residents of both
Fott Greene and Prospect Heights.
